Get topic ideas from the subtopics in the TOC - They could be a whole 
other book



Ask ChatGPT









Work Backwards
● If you have a topic that you are interested in 

and it isn’t meeting Proof of Concept, try 
working backwards

● Ask ChatGPT why someone would need a 
book on this topic; that may give you other topic 
ideas

● Then ask it for some keywords that could be 
potential book topics
