How To Find A Topic



A good book topic:

Solves a specific problem, solved in a specific 
way for a specific group of people

● Clearly state what the book is actually about
● Terms people are searching on Amazon
● Specific (not vague)

Good book topic = usually between 2 - 6 words

What IS a Book Topic?
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● Book titles

● Niches

● Sub-niches

● Vague terms

● Famous authors

Ask yourself - Are people searching for these 

terms regularly on Amazon?

What ISN’T a Book Topic?
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Note: Dummies books will not be 

used for POC but can help you get 

ideas

Gardener's Bible,  Heirloom Gardening in the South, Edible Wild Plants for Beginners.  These all 

pass POC, but are they all close enough in topic for me to go forward with a book with the topic 

of Easy Texas Gardening?

This is regarding the “topic research” phase:

In Module 2, the lesson titled “Coming Up With Book Topics” explains how to do so via the “AIA Topic Research 

Sheet” and the Amazon bestseller links included. However, the very next lesson, “Using ChatGPT For Topic 

Ideas” seems to describe a different -and significantly faster way- of determining “What are these books 

about?”, seemingly without needing to even go one-by-one to the Amazon bestsellers lists and making those 

topic determinations. 

Thus, first question: Am I interpreting this correctly? Is this essentially two different methods one can use to 

achieve the same goal (i.e., determine and generate a list of general topics)?

Second related question: The bonus document “Top 100 Book Topics” seems to have a different set of topics in 

comparison to the ones found on the “AIA Topic Research Sheet” (although the same overall categories). Is one 

sheet more recent in comparison to the other; can either list be used (although they differ a bit)?
