● Clearly state what the book is actually about
● Terms people are searching on Amazon
● Specific (not vague)

Good book topic = usually between 2  6 words

I am left with 35-  all are about my 
book topic and trauma (so niched down slightly), however 3 of the 
remaining books were published from January to August 2nd of this 
year and some have slightly further niched book topics- for example: 
28 day program, or Toolkit, or beginner. However, if I niche down 
further to any of those, there aren't enough to meet POC anymore. So 
how do you suggest I differentiate myself while still meeting POC?
