● Clearly state what the book is actually about
● Terms people are searching on Amazon
● Specific (not vague)

Regarding topic selection - my topic doesn't meet POC, but I am a expert in my field (give talks, 

write book chapters). Almost all the books in the topic I'm considering have high numbers of 

reviews. Drilling down to my sub-niche, there is a gap in the market. In my sub-niche there are 

only 4 books and  3 of those 4 are huge earners ($247, $2000, $24K, $48K a month just from 

print books). Those books were published between 2015-2020, so there is room for a new 

voice. I know it's a risk as my topic doesn't meet POC. However I am keen to pursue this. What 

is your advice?

(I am not logged onto the meeting, FYI.) My topic qualifies for POC. I have another topic that 

does as well. 

I'm not sure which is better based off the data. Topic #1: Avg Monthly Revenue is $1,746. Avg 

number of reviews is 290, but 16 of the 20 books have 0-74 reviews (6 books being 0 reviews) 

of the 150 reviews or lower range. The most popular purchased book was written in 2017.

2nd Topic: Avg Monthly Revenue $1,918. Avg. number of reviews is 68, but there are reviews on 

every book. Of the 20 books there are 3-87 reviews on the first 15 books. These reviews are 

evenly distributed as they increase. 

Sorry if I am over thinking this. This is my first book. I am thinking I should choose topic number 

2, but then I think about all those zero reviews in topic #1.
