I have been a member of the AI Publishing group for about 3 weeks now. I would like to find a 

topic in the education and teaching category/niche. I have been a high school teacher for 30 

years and I have a Ph.D. in Instructional Technology and Second Language Education (I am a 

foreign language teacher and a business management teacher).

I would like to take advantage of having these credentials as an author but I can't find any POC 

for any of the topics I wrote down from the top 100 list in the education and teaching page on 

Amazon. 

I believe I could find a smaller or more specific niche that could have POC, but I have just been 

guessing niche topics and using KDSpy to see if they have POC. So far none of them do. I really 

would like to do ChatGPt as a topic since I use that in class and most teachers do not yet. But 

the POC is unclear about this.

I also looked at topics that apply to students in my classes and therefore a book topic such as 

dyslexia, ADHD, or autism spectrum might have POC, but these topics are written by MDs. 

I also tried guessing foreign language education topics since there is no top 100 best-sellers 

list for this category. I am also multilingual so I thought that could be a direction, but again I'm 

simply guessing topics and putting them in KDSpy without luck.

I raised 3 smart kids, so I tried the parenting category. Can't find POC there either.

I'm German so I tried every topic related to that culture. No POC.

I was in college for 12 years, so I thought surely there must be a topic there. But I think the 

younger generation doesn't read anymore for information (they watch something online), so 

that might be why there are no bestsellers specific to that age group.

1. Page at the end of the book? - Also by Hadassah Lewis. Disadvantage is lots of readers don't look at 
anything after the references or make it to the end of the book.

2. Back cover? Put an author bio that starts out: Hadassah Lewis, author of [Book 1 Title]

3. Right in the book:

My first book is on foraging edible wild plants, 2nd one on herbal remedies, so this is my idea.

In the section on Sourcing Quality Ingredients: "If you are interested in harvesting some of your herbs 
from the great outdoors, you may be interested in my book about foraging wild plants. [Insert title and 
link]." Is this a natural and acceptable approach, or does it seem too self-promoting and salesman-like?

Any suggestions for how to improve the wording or make it better?

Karina, last week, I loved your suggestion of getting rid of the commas and "and" in my subtitle. 

On 2 out of my 3 top choices for cover designs it looks much better and cleaner that way.

But how do I handle this when putting the subtitle on KDP? Can I use commas and the word 

"and" there, even if they're not on the cover? Or would it create issues with Amazon if the 

subtitle in book description and cover don't match exactly. 

Personally, If I was book shopping on Amazon, this subtitle without punctuation would look 

really bad to me:
