How To Find A Topic



A good book topic:

Solves a specific problem, solved in a specific 
way for a specific group of people

● Clearly state what the book is actually 
about

● Terms people are searching on Amazon
● Specific (not vague)

Good book topic = usually between 2 - 6 words

What IS a Book Topic?
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● Book titles

● Niches

● Sub-niches

● Vague terms

● Famous authors

Ask yourself - Are people searching for these 

terms regularly on Amazon?

What ISN’T a Book Topic?
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Note: Dummies books will not be 

used for POC but can help you 

get ideas

● Topic doesn’t meet POC

● Ask ChatGPT why someone would need a 

book on this topic

● Boom! More topic ideas

● Then get even more ideas by asking it for some 

keywords that could be potential book topics
