Solves a specific problem, solved in a specific 
way for a specific group of people

● Clearly state what the book is actually about
● Terms people are searching on Amazon
● Specific (not vague)

Good book topic = usually between 2  6 words

please help me understand , I am stuck on POC and moving on.

I have found POC for a workbook, the other books I found met all 
criteria, but had only 100-200 pages each. Is this POC, or should I 
continue my search?

To coach, I have problem to find topic. I had two topic: mindset and 
chakra healing. Could you help me to go through step by step the 
topic search with my topics. I am appreciated your help.



Edward Tjioe 
This is about KDSpy. I noticed that when launching KDSpy it lists the first 20 it 
finds based on the searched topic. However they are not listed in any 
particular order, it's simply what it finds first. In a previous Q&A session it was 
mentioned by one of your mentors that we shouldn't look beyond the 20 listed 
to find Proof of Concept. Why is that? Why not sort the list by # of reviews. 
This way you can see right away how many books have 150 or less reviews 
and are generating monthly revenue. By not sorting by # of reviews you and 
only going by the first 20 KDSpy which isn't sorted by any particular order you 
could totally miss a topic that actually does have Proof of Concept. Do a 
search on Team Leader and see what I mean. Two books which would give 
Proof of Concept land in #21 and #22 and therefore wouldn't normally be 
seen but if you do sort by # of reviews you will see then there is Proof of 
Concept.



Mike Burgin 
I've been looking at “self-esteem” and its sub-categories.
I eventually found POC under “self-esteem for boys”, and chose it as a topic. 
I've been working on it for a few days. On checking back with KDSpy, there are 
now only two qualifying books, meaning no POC! Unfortunately, I did not take 
a screenshot of KDspy when I originally found POC (It's possible I was 
mistaken). I feel I need wise advice from a coach. Continue with “self-esteem 
for boys” or scrap it and find a new topic?
