My ebook was "blocked" two days ago. The email from Kindle Content Review titled "Alert from 

Amazon" was pretty generic, stating, "We detected attempts to manipulate the customer 

reviews of your books. Posting reviews regarding your own books or offering any sort of 

incentive to customers for posting reviews is against Amazon’s Community Guidelines." 

The suggested actions to be taken included reviewing/complying with Community Guidelines 

and adhering to Terms & Conditions -- again, pretty generic and un-insightful. I wrote back 

requesting more specifics, and am currently waiting for response. 

Is this the beginning of the end for my publishing journey? This is my first full size book. Any 

advice? Is this fixable?

I’m writing to share the progress I’ve made about my book title, especially the subtitles. This is 

now my third session.  

The original title was:“Microbial Magic: The Art of Growing Vegetables Organically, Unlocking 

the Bliss & Success of Urban Nature Farming”

At the first coaching session, my coach, Brandon, pointed out the lack of specificity. So, I 

revised it to:“Microbial Magic: The Art of Growing Vegetables Organically, Master Simple 

Techniques for Urban Harvests from Asparagus to Zucchini”

While they, at the QA coaching session last time, appreciated the “Asparagus to Zucchini” 

aspect, there was some confusion over the term “Urban Harvests,” with concerns about its 

clarity and questions about its contrast with ‘Rural Harvest’ or ‘City Harvest.’

Taking this into account, I’ve developed a second revision:“Microbial Magic: The Art of Growing 

Vegetables Organically, Master Simple Techniques for Revitalizing Harvests from Asparagus to 

Zucchini”

Bible publishers have a Fair Use Policy that allows usage of their translation with certain 

conditions. For instance, the NIV permits limited use of their translation; if you don't use an 

entire chapter, and no more than 25% of your book can be their translation. Similarly, the NKJV 

allows only 20% of your book to contain its copyrighted work. 

I have a query regarding my audiobook, a guided meditation that includes Bible verses. The 

narrator repeats an affirmation followed by a Bible verse, and this sequence is repeated five or 

six times. I am curious to know whether the repetition of the Bible verses counts towards the 

20% or 25% limit for copyrighted material.
